                                 Skit para 1B
Assignment:  In groups of 2 – 4, you are to create a “news report.”  You will be interviewing your partners about their involvement in “las actividades extracurriculares.”  One person must play the role of the news anchor and conduct the interview. The other group member(s) should act as members of an extracurricular activity (a club, a sports team, etc). Be creative but believable and accurate with your Spanish!
Due date: Your skit will be presented in front of the class on 


  All lines must be memorized (you can have a script with you for back up). Props would be a nice addition.

The following must be included:

· Every group member must have a speaking part (of no less than 5 substantial lines)

· It must be conducted like an interview (When/Where do they meet? How many people are involved? What do they do? How long have you been involved with this activity? How do you join? Who is in charge of the club? etc.)

· 3 comparisons need to be included in the whole skit (not per person) (ex. tan/como, más/que, menos/que, tanto, -a, -os, -as/como)  

· Each person being interviewed has to say how long he/she has been a member (hace + time expression)

· You must have at least 10 new vocabulary items from this chapter (1B)—the more the better!

· You must turn in to me ONE typed copy of the skit (which includes all the group members’ names) on the day which you present. Make sure you put in all of the Spanish symbols and double space the skit.

Everyone in the group will receive the same grade on the writing portion. You will be graded individually, however, on your oral presentation—your memorization, pronunciation, and enthusiasm.
